A reception, hosted by the artists, will be held on Saturday, March 7, from 4pm–7pm. The reception concentrates on getting family, friends, clients and potential buyers to view the art. A primary objective of the exhibit is celebrating and selling art. There are no awards or prizes.

Encourage clients to attend the artist’s reception, through postcard or word of mouth.
Announce the show and reception on the LJAA web site.
Submit press releases to the local print and broadcast media.


Exhibition Guidelines: 
Registration Fee: $25.00 payable to LJAA and due by March 1st (can be paid at drop off)

Art dropoff: At the gallery on Sunday, March 1, from 4pm–6pm

Art pickup: At the gallery on Sunday, March 22, from 4pm–6pm

Size Maximum: (2D) 30 in. x 30 in. including frame.  (Those with miniature art will be showcased on a "miniature art" wall.)

Art Specifications:  Artwork must be ready to hang.  (recommendations: Attach the artwork hanging fixture about 3.5" from the top of the frame and measure the gauge picture wire so it reaches about 2.5" below the top of the frame.  Please tape any loose wires to prevent damage to the wall. Sawtooths are not acceptable.)

Entry Form: Be prepared to provide the TITLE, SIZE, MEDIUM, and SELLING PRICE of your piece when you drop it off.


General Information:

The La Jolla Art Association will accept payment for art that is sold by credit card or cash, and the artwork will be picked up by the buyer. All funds will be initially turned over to the artist. For payment by check, the check must be made payable to the artist, who will decide when to deliver the artwork based on whether or not the buyer is known to the artist. The artist will then pay the La Jolla Art Association the commission of 25% of gross sale price. Art is sold for the price on the Title Card, no tax is added. Artists shall price work to include all expenses, including taxes, which are the responsibility of the artist to report and pay.
If a work is sold, that member will be notified within 24 hours, and may bring in a replacement (and alert the gallery staff or exhibition group leader of replacement and sale price).
Gallery volunteers are needed to staff the gallery.  Members are encouraged to sign up for times up to and including the dropoff day of March 1.
Members are encouraged to provide the TITLE, SIZE, MEDIUM, and SELLING PRICE of their exhibiting piece in advance of the dropoff day.

Postcards will be available for member pickup to send to prospective buyers of art, inviting them to the reception to be held Saturday, March 7, from 4pm–7pm.  Light refreshments will be served.
